	IIA2d2. How does the institution demonstrate that it is meeting the needs and learning styles of its students? What do faculty and staff know about learning needs and pedagogical approaches?
	Student success in completing courses (and mastering the course material) should be evidence that the college is meeting the needs And learning styles of the students. This would be seen in successful ncourse completion. Faculty in division meeting discuss with colleagues, at staff development activities ( eg. Carlos Cortez talk on Cultural diversity revisited, talk on various learning styles, workshop on BOPPS stucture in presenting/ teaching a class) receive and exchange ideas on student learning needs and teaching approaches being implimented.
	This topic has been the direction of our five-year Title V grant in its final year. It is also the goal of Staff Development/FLEX and the Learning Assistance Center.

	IIA2d5. Do courses include multiple ways of assessing student learning? How does the college determine what delivery modes are appropriate for its students?
	The multiple ways of assessment are writing essays, collaborative group assessment of essay (peer review) group discussion also, after a particularly difficult stategy such as cause/effect, the instructor asks the class to answer two questions 1) What did they understand about the concept? 2) What didn't they understand? After collecting the papers, the instructor reads them, and during the next class period reiterates what was being understood and reviews using a different approuch, what was not understood.
	I don't think it is the College that determines delivery modes appropriate to the students. The College places delivery modes as much as possible into the hands of the instructors. Within budget constraints, new delivery modes are considered based on instructor input. Requests for specific equipment, software, and other materials come from the instructors. Unfortunately, there are limited funds, thus there is a strong emphasis on grants that provide equipment or other delivery modes.
	Multiple assessments in the classroom  1) exams/ tests quizzes. 2) Groupwork 3) Homework 4) Extra Credit including: projects-written assignments (historical perspective of subject), Journals-views about study habits; student self-assessment, Attending musiums/ exhibitions, Interviewing (career development) Other assessments Ex: How many students make use of our learning labs (Math, English ect.) If students are demanding tutoring services then this is the college's was of determining a delivery mode that is appropriate for students.
