Mr. Wood called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m.
Distributed Material: Minutes for December 9, 2004, Accreditation Standard Summary Worksheet-IIIC, and Technology Resources.
Mr. Wood asked the group to look over and approve the minutes for December 9, 2004 and they were approved.

Mr. Wood informed the group that he spent the weekend revising the Self-study according to the new questions he found on the ACCJC website dated August 2004.  Ms. Thomas-Spiegel is amending Mark’s format to make editing an easier process.

The Implementation Meeting was held 2/3/05 and Mr. Wood gave the Steering Committee a report regarding it including:
1. The cluster group chairs will allocate at least 1 meeting this month to the standards that apply to their area of expertise.

2. The Division Council will meet this month to look at the standards appropriate to their area of expertise and their division, i.e. SLO’s.

3. Minutes via the web and hard copy for various committees are being looked at by the Implementation Committee members for evidence.

4. Mark will e-mail all Committee Chairs and ask them to send all minutes to him so the Implementation Committee can continue to monitor them for evidence.

5. An honorable mention will be noted online to all those helping out on Accreditation.
Mr. Stanbery added that Mr. Wood would be placing the self-study online and that Ms. Henry would be sending out a multi-colored weekly flyer to LAHC All requesting feedback and dialogue.
Ms. McMurray wanted to know about the themes and she was informed that on March 8, 2005 the Steering Committee will convert to the Themes. 
Ms. McMurray asked about how much this self-study needed to refer to the last.  Ms. Carson did not believe that the visiting team was too concerned about it.  She felt we were starting with a clean slate.  Mr. Wood agreed, however, he felt that we needed to be concerned about it because it was our self-study.   Ms. Thomas-Spiegel felt that the reason we were following the San Diego format was because it was the benchmark we were provided with.  Mr. Wood said that it was provided by the District and not the ACCJC, but those that went on a visiting team from the District got the sense that this is what the ACCJC liked because it was easy and concise concerning questions, responses and evidence.

Dr. Tomlinson brought up institution-wide SLO’s and at least the need for some generic ones.  Mr. Wood thought a forum and dialogue on the subject would be appropriate.  Ms. Fasteau, as well as Mr. Stanbery, mentioned that these institutional SLO’s are already in place and on page 47 of the catalogue.  Mr. Rosas felt we all needed to read the catalogue and be aware of its contents.
Mr. Stanbery wanted to know which areas had smaller informal meeting groups that could become involved.  Ms. Patterson has an upcoming retreat in which the Accreditation will be discussed.   Most of the other meeting groups seemed to be on an informal basis, as needed.  
Mr. Clarke passed out the Technology Resources work that he had completed.  The group had discussion and dialogue on that.  Mr. Wood will be adding this information to the self-study (see copy).
The committee spent the remainder of the meeting reviewing Standard IIIC.
