The subcommittees informed the Committee that they were busy deciding who would be valuable team players to recruit to each of their subcommittees.
Mark Wood agreed to send out a memo to LAHC All to remind the Campus Community that LAHC records are Public Records and that they should be helpful in all requests from the Accreditation Committee.

All collected evidence will be stored in Café 102—the Senate office.
