Call to Order:  2:15 p.m.

Mark Wood recapped meeting from September 10, 2004.  He asked each Standard Sub-committee to give a report on their progress.  It was as follows:

Standards 1 & 4 – Jim and Susan reported that they had made a list of all people they thought could contribute to either standard and were planning to hold a meeting with these people.


Standard 2 – Abbie and Robbie divided the questions.  They are investigating what evidence the college has and does not have and also starting Program Review with the various departments.  Yearly reviews are already done.  The Student Service Subcommittee of CPC printed unit plans in order to look at what needs updated.


Standard 3 – Arif identified needed documents.  This group will have evidence collected in next 2 weeks.  They are looking for others to come on board such as Sam Sandt and Ivan Clarke.

Mark discussed the 3 possibilities in regards to evidence:  1. We have the required policy and the evidence.   2.  We do not have a policy, but we plan to implement one.  Or 3.  We do not have a policy and do not plan to implement one in the near future.  
Ann thought we needed to describe the current state of affairs and the plan for change using today’s benchmark as a starting point.
Luis reminded us that we need to take responsibility in the process and not point the finger at the District.  
Susan McMurray stressed the importance of needing resource people to work on all the standards.

Mark passed out a matrix of evidence to use as an organizational tool and to help in gathering resource people.  On the matrix, all the questions are broken down by standard and sub standard, with spaces for evidence.  Mark explained how to use this tool to avoid double-handling of paper.  He will send the matrix out electronically.
On October 12, 2004, Standard IV will have a presentation.

Abbie Patterson has two students for each of the Standards lined up.

Mark will send the matrix out electronically
Their will be a retreat on Friday, October 15, 2004 from 9:00-11:00 a.m. and another on Friday, November 5, 2004 from 9:00-11:00 a.m. to get more diverse input on the standards as well as obtain the necessary resource people.
