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Discipline: Supervision

1. Define the discipline in terms of relevance and student need.

The supervision discipline provides students with the basic knowledge of a supervisor’s responsibilities. This knowledge is important for advancement in many organizations, including the LACCD.

2. Identify the courses taught in this discipline.

The supervision discipline as it exists today is ONLY ONE class, Supervision 1. This course is taught regularly in the evening by a part time instructor with lots of experience in supervision with County of Los Angeles and in his own business. It is occasionally taught by a full time Business instructor in the day. Supervision should be combined with the Management discipline. Both Management and Supervision are advanced courses in the broader Business discipline.

3. Identify factors that influence enrollment, such as, scheduling, combined sections, and unique circumstances.

Supervision us usually scheduled in the evening to accommodate mature working students. It is listed in the schedule and catalog under “Supervision” and may be overlooked by many students because the listing is separated from other related classes listed under “Management” and “Business”. Occasionally, the class is combined with Management classes.

4. List Strengths and weaknesses in relation to student needs.

Supervision 1 is transferable as an elective to CSU. It is a requirement for the skills certificate in Management and Supervision at LAHC. The course can be used as an elective in the Business degree program at LAHC.

5. Review enrollment data in the LAHC Planning Resource Guide and verify the accuracy of the data and explain any unique circumstances of the discipline offering.

6. State conclusions and significant findings.

Supervision 1 is regarded as an advanced Business class. Advanced classes in any discipline do not draw large numbers of students. But they are important to the curriculum. It is a mistake to categorize this one class as a discipline. It should be combined with the broader discipline of

“Business”.

7. State a plan of action that would strengthen this discipline if indicated.

As with most advanced courses, students must be made aware that they exist. The Supervision 1 course should continue to be offered at least once a year to round out the curriculum and to provide students with the opportunity to learn material that will help them advance in their employment.
