1. The group reviewed the minutes from the previous meeting. 
2. A completed assessment form for Business 1 was handed out as an example. The group reviewed it and found some issues:
The data was collected from one summer session when there are at least 4 sections offered during Fall and Spring.

The means of assessment were all multiple choice.

The Use of Results were all “Instructional methods are effective. No changes are recommended.” The bar should be raised higher or the assessment means changed.

The SLOs all repeat “identify” and “recall.” No higher cognitive levels.
Other ISLOs should be contained in the course.

3. Lora said that these are typical of assessment forms that are being submitted and asked for ideas for improvement. The main recommendations:

Develop rubric or guideline for assessment form completion and send to everyone.

LAHC needs an Assessment Plan and the rubric and guideline would be part of this document.
Dave Humphreys pointed out that we must also have an assessment of our assessment form and other processes.

4. The SLO Coordinator and Division Chairs are currently the form reviewers. The question was asked “Who should review these forms?”

Everyone agreed there should be wider review. Suggestions were Curriculum Committee, Technical Review Subcommittee or the Assessment Committee. The Curriculum Chair, Lauren McKenzie was not at the meeting, so the question was deferred to him.

5. Progress on Institutional Assessment for ISLO#1.

Lora handed out some sample rubrics for Communication from other colleges. Everyone agreed that we needed to come up with an institutional rubric quickly so instructors will know how to structure the assignment. There was discussion about the number of levels, the use of eportfolios and analytical scoring. The group decided to have another meeting in June to revisit the rubric question.
