	Critical Reading Strategies:  Students will analyze literary materials, essays, supplementary critical materials, and works which illuminate the historical, political, social, and cultural aspects of significant texts.  When analyzing material, the following strategies will be employed: 
1. Reading for the argument

a. identifying premises, conclusions

b. identifying unstated premises

2. identifying inductive and deductive arguments

3. evaluating arguments, claims, and authority

4. drawing inferences from available data

5. recognizing denotative and connotative language

6. evaluating diction and language

7. exploring the rhetorical devices of satire, irony, overstatement, paradox

8. identifying fallacies in critical texts

9. distinguishing between literal and inferential meanings

10. evaluating literary elements of major works which are central to interpretation and analysis

	Weeks 1-18
	Critical Writing Strategies: This course is the second half of the year-long composition sequence designed for transfer.  As such, the instruction of writing is central to the course.  Writing instruction will focus on:  
1. constructing sound arguments

2. avoiding fallacies

3. supplying sufficient support for claims

4. using outside sources

5. refuting

6. writing arguments such as causal analysis, advocating ideas, persuasion, evaluation

7. applying different approaches when interpreting a work, including analysis, comparison/contrast, explication, persuasion, and synthesis.

Writing Assignments: Students will write argumentative and persuasive essays which analyze, explicate, and compare and contrast material germane to the course and which support or refute critical commentaries.  The students will write 6,000-8,000 words for the course.
     Revision of student papers will be a major part of the instructional process in writing.  Students will be expected to sharpen arguments, build support, weed out repetitious statements, use research, correct errors in sentence structure, form, and grammar, and clearly present a college-level persuasive paper which has an identifiable introduction, body and conclusion.

     Student papers will vary from succinct to well-developed responses and will include at least one substantial and well-developed argument (10-15 pages) which uses at least 5 outside sources. 
     Students will respond to exercises and quizzes which address critical, rhetorical, logical, or linguistic concerns.

     Students will read, discuss, and respond to material germane to the course’s objectives.

Appropriate Outside Assignments: 

     Research and analyze critical articles which reflect differences of opinion.

     Compare and Contrast how different genres approach a similar thematic intention.
     Conduct a project which requires analytical and logical deduction.

     Develop a critical evaluation of a public presentation, e.g., film, theatre production, etc.

     Evaluate a major work in light of historical, social, or political influences.

     Synthesize, analyze, or  provide critical commentary on information provided by a speaker who addresses a topic which is central to the semester curriculum.

	The above descriptions of “Time Allocated” and “Topic or Activity” are taken directly from the approved traditional English 102 outline.  The digitized version of English 102 will cover the same content, with the following considerations:
1. Lecture material, general information, course syllabus and calendar of assignment deadlines will be available on our English Department Web Page.

2. Students will “discuss” readings and various topics one-on-one and in small mailing list groups via e-mail and by written responses to discussion questions via on-line journals e-mailed to instructor each week.
3. Writing exercise, drafts, essays (due on the same dates as in the traditional course) will be submitted via e-mail, graded/corrected, and returned via e-mail.

4. Portions of the research project will be conducted using links to specific Internet research sites.
