	Introduction to the game of golf. Overview of course. Fundamentals of scoring are taught.

Fundamentals of the grip and the pitch shot are taught. Students are given a quiz of terminology, chipping, pitching and putting.

Review of the golf grip. Students are given a quiz on golf terminology and the swing.

Students are given instruction in putting. They learn to hold the golf club. They learn the etiquette and rules associated with putting. They are expected to go to a golf course for the putting lessons.

Students are given instruction on various aspects of the approach shot. They are given a test on etiquette and the rules.

Students play golf at a “pitch and putt” course. They are given instruction prior to teeing off/and while they are playing.

They play golf at a different golf course – golf Tournament

They meet at the college for instruction in the approach shot and the full swing.

Lecture/discussion on the rules – students have practice on the approach and the full swing

Final Examination on the subject matte covered in the course.

Golf Tournament

Students work on approach shots from different distances. Students work on full swing

Students play in a “Scramble” golf Tournament with intermediate and advanced golfers

Students play golf in a tournament at a pitch and putt golf course
