ABOUT HARBOR COLLEGE'S LEED GOLD BUILDINGS
  

Harbor College has received LEED™ gold, the second-highest ranking, for the Northeast Academic Hall and the Student Services Administration.  

  

Harbor is the first Los Angeles Community College District campus to achieve LEED™ (Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design) gold from the U.S. Green Building Council.  

  

Harbor College is grateful to L.A. voters who approved the bonds for the District's Sustainable Building Program, which is funding the $469 million modernization of the campus. 

  

The green features in Harbor's two gold buildings include:  

• Daylighting 

• Solar control 

• Energy-efficient lighting systems 

• Water conserving fixtures – including waterless urinals 

• Environmentally preferable materials 

  

So far, only 6 buildings in in the District's green building program have met USGBC standards: Gold for Harbor's Northeast Academic Hall and the Student Services Administration; Silver for Southwest's Child Development Center and Maintenance & Operations Facility and Valley's Maintenance and Operations Facilities/Sheriff's Station; Certified for City's Maintenance Facilities. 

  

The Student Services and Administration is helping to set the tone for the campus because it is the first building students and prospective students will visit to get information about Harbor College. 

  

The $22 million Northeast Academic Hall provides 65,563 square feet of general classroom space and faculty offices.  

  

The $16 million Student Services Administration provides provides 38,746  square feet of space for administrative and student services, including admissions, records and transcripts.
