	Three written reports required a discussion of beliefs and practices within the cultural and historical contexts of three different peoples.  The format was written responses to specific questions.  Thoroughness and depth of answer were stressed in the guidelines, and the individual student’s level of basic written skills was taken into account in the evaluation of this assignment since writing skills of students vary widely.

35 students completed the reports.   The average score was 82%.  86% of students scored 70% or above.
	No change is planned in this assignment except to continue search for online ethnographic accounts that feature course content.  The goal is to give students a choice of topics.

	Other questions that involved choices with specific ethnographic content resulted in lower scores. A goal is to have students apply the appropriate concept to specific ethnographic situations. Immediate plan: present fewer ethnographic examples in a short 8-week course, such as this PACE course assessed here.
