	Means: Self-evaluative writing assignment
Criteria: 80% of students will complete a self-evaluative essay describing personal standards regarding child-rearing practices.
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	2. Identify positive methods of communication rooted in principal contemporary models of child guidance.
	Means: Multiple choice exam
Criteria: 80% of students will score a C or better on a multiple choice exam identifying positive methods of communication rooted in contemporary models of child guidance.
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	3. Distinguish effective techniques for communicating with young children.
	Means: two-page essay comparing and contrasting traditional discipline strategies with positive discipline strategies.

Criteria: 80% of students will score 70% or better based on the scoring rubric.
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	4. Review and select positive guidance techniques to effectively redirect children’s misbehavior.
	Means: Matching exam

Criteria: 80% of students will score a C or better on a matching exam demonstrating knowledge of positive guidance techniques which effectively redirect children’s misbehavior.
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	5. Identify techniques and strategies used in parent-teacher conferences.
	Means: Multiple choice exam

Criteria: 80% of students will score a C or better on a multiple choice exam identifying techniques and strategies used in parent-teacher conferences.
