	1. Identify structural elements in a feature-length film. 
	70% of students measured will receive a score of 70% or better on a quiz designed to identify structural elements in a feature-length film.
	In Spring of 2011, 19 students were measured.  9 or 47% passed.  This is approximately the same result as the previous semester. 
	In the future, I will delay the quiz date until several weeks later in the semester, allowing students to experience additional lectures and to view more assigned films.  Ideally, I would prefer it were possible to make Humanities 17 (Film Appreciation) a pre-requisite to Cinema 5.

	2. Identify and utilize motion picture/screenplay terminology.
	70% of students measured will receive a score of 70% or better on a quiz designed to measure their comprehension and correct usage of motion picture and screenplay terminology.
	
	The Means of Assessment have been changed for the coming semester, as the previous means did not measure this area with adequate precision.

	3. Operate a screenwriting software program
	Submission of a final draft of the first act (25-30 pages) of a feature-length screenplay.  100% of students will be able to operate the software to achieve a properly formatted script.
	In Spring of 2011, 8 students were measured.  7 or 87.5% submitted a properly formatted portion of a screenplay (5 achieved the required 25-30 pages, 2 achieved approximately half of that).  All 7 showed proficiency in operating the program.  
	I will strongly encourage students to meet with me individually so I may be apprised of any student being so far behind in the required project, that there is a danger of the student not completing and submitting it.

	4. Develop a story outline through the use of treatments and synopses.
	100% of students will be able to construct a 3-act story outline for a feature-length film.
	In Spring of 2011, 8 students were measured.  6 or 75% submitted a complete 3-act story outline (1 of the remaining 2 submitted an incomplete outline).
	I will strongly encourage students to meet with me individually so I may be apprised of any student being so far behind in the required project, that there is a danger of the student not completing and submitting it.

	5. Demonstrate how character development is transmitted to an audience through dialogue.
	In a submitted early or establishing scene, 70% of students will score 70% or better on a department rubric, which assesses character development through dialogue. 


	In Spring of 2011, 12 students were measured.  8 or 67% succeeded in demonstrating an ability to portray and develop character through dialogue.
	I will screen and/or assign viewings of scenes, which depict character entrances and strong character development in multiple films.  I will also encourage students to evaluate and investigate their own impressions of people whom they meet for the first time, based upon the conversations that take place.
