	The students are doing well. The only cause for concern is the cost of the textbook (list price $128). Anecdotally, it appears that some students are attempting to complete the course without the book by relying on instructor-created videos and information on the web. This may hurt the retention in the course also (# out of # students who begin the class finished). 

Action items:

Continue to research cheaper textbook alternatives that are of equally high quality.

Survey students to see if the textbook cost is an impediment.

	In the 9th assignment, students were asked to update an existing web site, removing deprecated styles and checking their work with the W3C Validator until all errors were removed.  Criteria: 70% of students will score 70% or better according to a department rubric.
