	(2) Practice skills that will help the learner to progress at his or her own pace toward improved reading and vocabulary development through the use of Directed Learning Activities (DLA).
	Means: Students will complete DLA’s on the reading skills of vocabulary in context, main idea, supporting details, inferences and textbook patterns of organization.  Students will then independently complete internet exercises on each skill using the Townsend Press (TP) reading program.
Criteria: At least 70% of students will earn an average score of 75% on the TP exercises for each skill.

	Means: Students will be given a pre/post self-study assessment.
