	2. Apply critical reading skills to recognize thesis, audience, purpose and evidence in advanced pre-collegiate texts.  

	Two articles which dealt with evolution and intelligent design: one article was an argument the other was an explanation of the debate. The criteria for competence and the rubric of evaluation are illustrated on page 5.
	75 student responses from 15 different sections of English 28 and 31 were evaluated based on the rubric of criteria and the percentage of students demonstrating competence is illustrated on page 7, Table 2.
