	Spring 2010:

76% of the students achieved a score of 70% or higher.  Scores ranged from 33 % to 100% with more errors in documentation format than in page layout.

Many students scored 100%. Most of the students assessed demonstrated competency, and nearly all of those students scored 80% or above, showing a high degree of competency.

	With 76% of the students succeeding, the reinforcement of the MLA conventions is working relatively well at this point, although there is room for improvement.  The recommendation that students be reminded of these conventions before their first essays are due will be shared with all 200-level instructors.
