Early Complex Societies 3500to 500 B.C.E.
1) Distinguish between a culture, a society, and a civilization.

2) Compare and contrast Paleolithic and Neolithic societies.

3) Illustrate the patterns of animal and plant domestication in Southwest and South Asia, Africa, and East Africa.

4) Examine social, political, and economic elements of Mesopotamian, Egyptian, Harappan, and Chinese civilizations.

5) Discuss the development of Hebrew culture, its interaction with neighboring peoles, and its influence as a world religion.

6) Assess the importance of migratory peoples (Bantu and Aryan) on the subsequent development of Africa and India.

7) Analyze Hinduism as a religious and social system and its effect on caste and patriarchy in the Vedic era.

8) Examine early societies in the Americas (Olmec and Mayan) and Oceania ( Australia and New Guinea).

Classical Societies 500 B.C.E. to 500 C.E.

1) Identify the basic components of a classical society and its imperial manifestations in Persia, China (the Han), India ( Mauryan), and in the Meditteranean basin ( Greece and Rome).

2) Compare and contrast the religions of salvation in Persia (Zarathustra), India 

(Jainism and Buddhism), and Rome (Christianity) through primary documentation.

3) Define the Greek polis and evaluate its impact on western politics and philosophy.

4) Explain China’s efforts to achieve social and political order and describe the central tenets of Daoism, Confucianism, and Legalism.

5) Distinguish between the four major eras of the Persian empire (Achaemenid, Seleucid, Parthian, and Sasanid).

6. In essay form, compare and contrast the Roman (Pax Romana) and Han ( Pax Sinica) empires, explaining their economic, political, and social organization and factors that contributed to their decline.

7. Illustrate the Silk Roads and evaluate the economic, cultural, and biological exchange stimulated by the network.

8) Formulate a  basic chronology of the classical era.

The Post-Classical Era 500-100 C.E.

1) Distinguish between classical and post-classical empires.

2) Review the expansion of Christianity and its division into the Latin and Greek churches.

3) Examine the origins of Byzantium and the role of Christianity in its political and social organization.

4) Define the central tenets of Islam. Evaluate its expansion, its philosophical and technological influence.

5) With primary sources, describe the resurgence of empire in EastAsia and examine the agricultural and technological achievements of the Song and Tang dynasties.

6) Assess the impact of geography and climate in the creation of the Indian Ocean trade basin.

7) Appraise the cultural exchanges within the Indian Ocean Basin and their effect on Hindy and Islamic kingdoms in South and Southeast Asia (Korea, Vietnam, Japan) and the African Swahili states.

8) Review the decline of the Roman Empire and the resurgence of political order with the Carolingians.

9) Define the economic, political, and social roots of feudalism.

10) Describe the role of the Latin papacy and feudal monarchies in the formation of Christian Europe.

11) Examine the role of women in post-classical societies and their changing status.

 12) Formulate a chronology of the post-classical era. 

Era of Cross-cultural Interaction 1000-1500

1) Illustrate the establishment of Turkish empires in Persia, Anatolia, and India.

2) Examine the rise of Chinggis Khan and evaluate his direction of Eurasian integration.

3) With primary documents identify European attitudes toward the Mongols.

4) Explain the effect of the trans-Saharan trade on the West African states and the influence of Indian Ocean Trade on East African kingdoms.

5) Assess the economic growth (agricultural, urban, trade) and social development that contributed to Europe’s high middle ages.

6) Locate the regional monarchies that emerged in Western Europe and discuss their contest with papal authority.

7) Describe European Christianity during the High Middle Ages ( Scholasticism, popular veneration, heresies)

Construct an outline then write a 3-4 page typewritten, double-spaced essay that addresses the following questions:  1) What features of these artifacts do archaeologists and historians find most helpful in their effort to place these objects within the context of Chinese culture?  2) What are the crucial differences between the artifacts of the earlier and later periods?  3) What do these differences tell us about the changes that occurred within Chinese culture from the Late Prehistoric to the Bronze Age?
