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	4.Clarify the creation of social, economic, and political coalitions (Populists, Progressives, New Dealers, Democratic & Progressive Parties) and their impact on African-American History.
	Students will correctly identify significant coalitions in 10 multiple choice questions dispersed throughout the semester exams.
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	5.Assess the role of African-American labor in the industrial and post-industrial economy.
	75% of students will score “C” or better on 3 short answer questions dispersed throughout the semester evaluating the impact of race in the labor movement. 
	Spring 2010:  30 students participating. On 10 multiple choice questions on final exam, 77% correctly identified role of African-American in industrial and post-industrial society.
	Spring 2010: Continue to review implications of industrial and post-industrial society for African-Americans with review sheets and in-class discussions.
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	6. Examine the role of the Constitution, the Supreme Court, and the U.S. Congress in the movement for civil rights.

	After watching the film “Men of Honour” (2002) students will write a one-page summary of the obstacles confronted by Carl Brashear as a navy diver. 75% of students will score “C” or above.
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	8. Locate primary and secondary sources in the Library and on the Internet and examine, evaluate, and organize sources into a logical argument.
