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	(1) Students will increase speed and/or accuracy for accessing the keyboard, as established on an individualized program plan.

	Pre- and post-tests of speed and accuracy will be used to indicate progress.  70% of the students will improve their speed by 10 wpm and maintain a minimum of 90% accuracy.
	Sp’11 -25% of the students were able to improve speed by 10 wpm.  All students maintained over 90% accuracy by the end of the semester.
	Monitor student progress on a weekly basis.   In concert with students, an analysis of progress will include a determination of whether disability or other factors are affecting scores. Adaptations and corrective measures will be assigned on an individual basis.  E.g. cover keyboard to improve touch typing and concentration.
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	(2) Students will demonstrate effective use of appropriate assistive or access technology, if needed, in conjunction with software program used to teach keyboarding by completing lessons independently.
	Performance evaluations will be conducted during class. 
Students must have a 95% mastery of the selected technology by the 8th week of the semester.
