If specific components are missing or incorrect, student is told how to correct errors.  Once errors are corrected, student can receive full credit for assignment if it was submitted on time. The end result will be 70% grades of C or better.
	F’10 An accounting of the number/% of incomplete assignments has been made and an analysis of errors made have been noted. Very few students were able to do the assignment correctly the first time.

	Additional steps were added to this process.

1. Students take notes from lecture (video).
2. Small groups review notes and fill in information

3. Group answers quiz questions

4. Students hand in their corrected notes and quiz as a group project for extra credit.

	4. After visiting the library and receiving hands on instruction in the use of library resources, student will be able to select and refine a topic, write a research question, find electronic and print resources, and cite them using the library’s electronic data bases

	Student is given an assignment to complete.  The entire class goes to the library for instruction. They find a book, copy the title page, use electronic databases and find articles pertaining to their topic/research question.
	50% of class could not select a topic and write a research question. 85% of the class was able to find books in the stacks. The rest needed assistance.  80% of class was not able to correctly cite resources in MLA style.
	Additional steps added:
1. Add an extra day to library visit.

2. Work with students before going to library on topic and research questions.

3. Have librarian use assignment sheet.

4. Give specific instruction on MLA citing using database features.
