	3. Write in Spanish with novice fluency and accuracy (as stated in the ACTFL proficiency guidelines) using rudimentary phrases, first level elementary grammar structures, vocabulary, and syntax.

        
	Means:  Students will be asked to complete the following activity.  You, the students, are about to join a Spanish club and you have been asked to write a short six-sentence paragraph in which you must include the following:

1.  Introduce yourself: Give your name. 2. Say where you are from.  3.  Describe yourself (Using the first person conjugation form of the verb ser and two adjectives. 4. Describe a classmate (Using the third person conjugation form of the verb ser and two adjectives). 5. Give one activity that you like to do and one that you dislike.  6.  Give two activities that you do daily (Uses two –ar verbs).  The exercise will be embedded as an exercise on an exam and will be evaluated according to a departmental rubric.

Criteria:  70% of students must score a minimum of 70% on this exercise
	Students achieved an overall score of 87%, a higher score than the one required, 70%. Please see the detailed report in the division office.
	Although students surpassed the achievement score required, the results enabled us to find what area students need more attention.  In this assessment, the data suggests improving grammar skills.  Please see the detailed report in the division office.
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	4. Demonstrate the ability to read and comprehend short and simple narratives with minimum fluency and accuracy.
	Means: Students will be required to read and analyze a cultural narrative on a Spanish speaking country in their textbook. In this particular case, they will be focusing on Hispanics in the United States. They will then answer comprehension check questions that will be embedded in their second exam of the semester.  The questions will be administered in all course sections and will be evaluated based on a departmental rubric.

Criteria:  70% of students must score a minimum of 70% on this exercise
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	5. Demonstrate minimum fluency and accuracy in listening comprehension skills.
	Means: As a committee, we created six listening comprehension questions and phrases for students in both sections of Spanish 021 to orally listen to and respond to in writing, along with a scoring rubric.  The questions will be embedded in an exam as a listening comprehension activity. At the time of the activity, students will have been exposed to a variety of vocabulary words and phrases, greetings, farewells, adjectives, the verb ser (to be), and descriptive sentence constructions. Furthermore, students will have been instructed in basic sentence structure patterns and basic syntax. The test questions are as follows:

1. ¿Cómo se llama usted?

2. ¿Cómo está usted?

3. ¿Cómo es usted?

4. ¿De dónde es usted?

5. ¿Qué hora es?

6.   Adiós

The exercise will be evaluated according to a departmental scoring rubric.

Criteria:  70% of students must score a minimum of 70% on this exercise
	Students achieved an overall score of 93%, a higher score than the one required, 70%. Please see the detailed report in the division office.
	Although students surpassed the achievement score required, the results enabled us to find what area students need more attention.  In this assessment, the data suggests a slight improvement in all skills used to respond to listening comprehension questions: (Vocabulary Skills, Grammar Skills, Syntax, and Spelling) Please see the detailed report in the division office.
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	6. Identify and name basic facts pertaining to Spanish speaking countries. Topics may include culture, customs, geography, and principle historical facts about the regions presented.


	Means: Students will be required to read and analyze a cultural narrative on a Spanish speaking country in their textbook. In this particular case, they will be focusing on Hispanics in the United States. They will then answer comprehension check questions that will be embedded in their second exam of the semester.  The questions will be administered in all course sections and will be evaluated based on a departmental rubric.
