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	(1) Recognize common fallacies used in argumentation.


	During the Spring 2010 semester Speech 104 classes focused on recognizing common fallacies. The committee put together a matching exercise that asked 30 students to match 5 fallacies (red herring, ad hominem, either-or, bandwagon, and slippery slope) to the correct description. 
Our intended outcome was that 50% of the students would match all 5 correctly and that 25% would match 3 or more correctly.
	 Based on the overall results of Speech 104 (only one section was taught) we were able to meet our course intended outcome.
The results are as follows: 20 matched all 5 correctly and 10 matched 3 more correctly.
	According to the results, students are familiar with the 5 common fallacies used in argumentation and would be able to recognize them in a live debate.
Since, the section that participated in the assessment was able to realize success the committee will focus on SLO #2 for Fall 2010.
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	(2) Demonstrate knowledge of the theories that govern argumentation and debate.

	Students will be asked to define the 5 basic theories that govern argumentation and debate. During the Fall 2010 semester one Speech 104 class assessed SLO #2: Demonstrate knowledge of theories that govern argumentation and debate. Students were asked to define the 5 basic theories that govern argumentation and debate. Since much of the class is devoted to students verbally making sound arguments, the committee decided that students would be required to write out/paraphrase the 5 basic theories and then orally present the 5 basic theories. 

Our intended outcome was that 50% of the students would be able to correctly both in writing and orally define all 5 that 25% would be able to correctly both in writing and orally define 3 or more.


	Based on the overall results of Speech 104 (only one section was taught) we were able to meet our course intended outcome.

The results are as follows: 22 matched all 5 correctly and 4 matched 3 more correctly.


	Since, the section that participated in the assessment was able to realize success the committee will focus on SLO #3 for Spring 2011.
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	(3) Demonstrate effective oral argumentation skills.


	Students will brief and deliver 3 points to refute an opponent’s arguments.
During the Spring 2011 semester one Speech 104 class assessed SLO #3: Demonstrate effective oral argumentation skills.

Students will be asked to research pros and cons for three controversial topics. 

Since much of the class is devoted to students verbally making sound arguments, the committee decided that students would be required to write out their three refutations and then orally present them.

Our intended outcome was that 50% of the students would be able to correctly both in writing and orally refute the controversial topic given on the SLO measure. 
	Based on the overall results of Speech 104 (only one section was taught) we were able to meet our course intended outcome.

The results are as follows: 72% were able to provide three refutations, 20% were able to provide two refutations and 8% were able to come up with at least one refutation.


	Since, the section that participated in the assessment was able to realize success the committee will focus on SLO #4 for Fall 2011.

	(4) Critically analyze current events in Congress or the  Supreme Court


	Students will come up with 3 arguments for and 3 arguments against a current event issue.
During the Fall 2011 semester one Speech 104 class assessed SLO #4.

Since much of the class is devoted to students verbally making sound arguments and during the Spring 2011 semester students were able to articulate well, the committee decided that students would be required to write a brief on a current event and critically analyze it. Then they were required to verbally present it. Students were required to choose an event in Congress or the Supreme Court within the past 60 days and come up with three arguments for the position and three arguments against the position.

Our intended outcome is that 50% of the students would be able to correctly both in writing and orally discuss the controversial topic given on the SLO measure.
	Based on the overall results of Speech 104 (only one section was taught) we were able to meet our course intended outcome.

The results are as follows: 70% were able to provide five or more arguments, 15% were able to provide three or more and 15% were able to come up with less than two arguments.


	Since, the section that participated in the assessment was able to realize success the committee will focus on SLO #5 for Spring 2012.
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	(5) Evaluate research and evidence to support and defend claims.

	Students will research 3 sources and explain how the author’s arguments supports their claims.
