Mail Form [-539 and supporting documents in-an envelope addressed to current Service
Lockbox Filing Locations. We recommend you also review the “Form Filing Tips”.

You can expect the following letter responses:

¢ Request for Evidence (RFE)
0 Approval/Decline letter

Note: Follow RFE request, failure to reply may result in immediate DECLINE of your application.

Current J1 Visa Holders:

You may begin classes, even if your CHANGE OF STATUS is pending when semesters begins.

Current B1 Visa Holders:

You may NOT begin classes if your CHANGE OF STATUS is pending OR if your current visa type does not allow
you to enroll in classes. You will need to speak with the international advisor before the semester begins to discuss
your options.
